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happen when you are driving along. If it happens when 
you are on the road, at dinner, at a meeting or just for a 
Sunday drive it will be very inconvenient. You will have 
no choice but to have the car towed. I was lucky it hap-
pened to me while it was in a garage.
 	 Everything that we read about fixing this issue, lead 
us to the website of Compliance Parts. I bought a LMC5 
Steering Column Lock Module. This is wired into my 
Body Control Module(BCM) and tells the computer that 
the column is unlocked and the car can supply fuel to the 
system. I was a little confused in their ordering process, 
so now I have and extra module. So if you read this and 
need one no need to look to the internet, my number is 
in the directory. Another code that we read about was the 
one that tells you to “Pull the Key and wait 10 seconds”. 
That one is tied to the same wiring loop. The module 
takes care of both of them. 
	 I think the important thing for you if you have a C5 is 
to see if your column is locked. I can turn my wheel with 
the key in or out. From what I understand that is what the 
recall did. If it is, you might be open for a little trouble. 
I’m not the expert, I am the guy that had the problem and 
thought somebody else ought to know about it.

	 A couple of months ago there was a garage sale 
at our house. There were several families involved, so 
it was pretty large needing space of both garages. So 
my 1999 Corvette needed to find a temporary home. 
That place was the Dumas Barn. After rain delays and 
rescheduling the garage sale finally happened. Then I 
was ready to retrieve my car from the Dumas Barn. The 
day I went to get it was beautiful day, and I was looking 
forward to a top-down ride. When I got there the car was 
on a battery tender, and had been well cared for by the 
tender hands of Vince Dumas. 
	 When I got in the car to start it and return home, I got 
the error message “Service Column Lock”. I had never 
seen that, and didn’t think it was a big deal. BUT, when I 
put the car in reverse to leave, I went about 10 feet and 
the car died. I tried it a couple times with the same result, 
forward or backward with the same result. So off to the 
good old internet to find out what we were facing. After a 
little research we found that GM had a few issues, when 
they moved the key mechanism from the column to the 
dash. It seems that the issue could cause a car to lock 
the steering column while driving. As you could under-
stand, that would cause an issue. Here is the technical 
statement.
	 When you insert your key into the ignition and turn 
it to the ON position, the BCM (Body Control Module) 
sends a command to your Column Lock Motor to “unlock” 
and then checks a status line to ensure that the steer-
ing column is unlocked. If it gets the wrong status, it will 
display an error message as mentioned above. It can be 
caused by ECL (Electronic Column Lock) mechanism 
failure and occasionally by low battery voltage, which 
sometimes confuses the BCM.
•	 GM installed a Steering Column Lock mechanism on 
all 1997 - 2004 manual (MN6) cars and on 1997 to 2000 
automatic (A4) cars.
•	 There is a GM recall for this problem on affected mod-
els and years.
•	 It is one of the most problematic issues that we C5 
owners deal with.
•	 It can happen to you, if you have a pre-2001 A4 with-
out the recall or CLB installed OR any year MN6 or Z06 
car without a CLB installed. Age or mileage makes no 
difference.
	 So if you had a 97 to 2004, there was a recall that 
released the column lock all the time. So even if there 
was an issue, the steering wheel would not lock up on 
you. But the BCM still isn’t satisfied. Now it thinks you are 
stealing the car so it gives a service column lock code 
and shuts off the fuel, if the car exceeds 2 mph. There 
have been some postings on the forums that say this can

	 This Corvette Forum thread confirms what I had 
already discovered - - If you own a C6 (2005-2011) with 
NAV system and disconnect the battery for any reason, 
you will lose the clock. The problem is associated with 
the Denso software. Denso (https://www.denso-am.
eu/about-us/)  is located in The Netherlands and built 
the Nav system for the C6. At this point Chevrolet has 
buried their head in the sand and to date has made no 
move to have Denso write a software fix. The problem 
didn’t exist until the Air Force put up a new satellite in 
December 2018. The problem is associated with how 
the date is calculated in a table. I believe they changed 
the size of a field to allow for future dates. 
	 The folks at GM know about this and it’s affecting a 
bunch of vehicles; not just the Corvette (and not just GM 
vehicles...). GM doesn’t have a fix for the Vette yet, but 
they’re working on something. There’s no ETA on it at 
the moment.                                 Phil Schilt
