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	 Check the tires on your car. How do they look? 
Plenty of tread, no bald spots, no wear and tear? If 
that’s the case, you’ve probably got a great set of 
tires with years of life left on them, right? Well, maybe 
not. Those tires could actually be ready to break apart 
at any moment.
	 The rubber in the tires dries out over time. This 
can lead to cracking, greater stress on the tire’s 
infrastructure and “catastrophic failure.” Moisture will 
get to the steel belts. When that happens, the tire 
can literally fall apart on you while you’re driving. The 
tread comes away from the tire quickly and violently. 
As you can imagine, this can be disastrous; even 
deadly.
	 So, what can you do? First, check your tires.
	 Whether you’re shopping for new tires, riding on 
new tires, or have tires that are several years old, 
check the actual age of your tires ASAP. Knowing 
where to look and how to translate the code is simple 
enough, but it does vary depending on the age of 
your tires. 
	 When it comes to determining the age of a tire, 
it is easy to identify when a tire was manufactured 
by reading its Tire Identification Number (often 
referred to as the tire’s serial number). Unlike vehicle 
identification numbers (VINs) and the serial numbers 
used on many other consumer goods (which identify 
one specific item), Tire Identification Numbers are 
really batch codes that identify the week and year the 
tire was produced.
	 The U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT) 
National Highway Traffic Safety Administration 

(NHTSA) requires that Tire Identification Numbers 
be a combination of the letters DOT, followed by 
ten, eleven or twelve letters and/or numbers that 
identify the manufacturing location, tire size and 
manufacturer’s code, along with the week and year 
the tire was manufactured.
Tires Manufactured Since 2000
	 Since 2000, the week and year the tire was 
produced is shown by the last four numbers of the 
Tire Identification Number. The last two numbers 
show the year. The two before that show the week 
the tire was produced in that year. Example of a 
tire manufactured since 2000 with the current Tire 
Identification Number format:		  
	
   

While the entire Tire Identification Number is required 
to be branded onto one sidewall of every tire, current 
regulations also require that DOT and the first 
digits of the Tire Identification Number must also be 
branded onto the opposite sidewall. Therefore, it 
is possible to see a Tire Identification Number that 
appears incomplete and requires looking at the tire’s 
other sidewall to find the entire Tire Identification 
Number:

	 The use of a partial Tire Identification Number on 
the one sidewall (shown above) reduces the risk of

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injury to the mold technician who would have to install 
the weekly date code on the top sidewall portion of a 
hot tire mold.

Tires Manufactured Before 2000
	 The Tire Identification Number for tires produced 
prior to 2000 was based on the assumption that tires 
would not be in service for ten years. While they 
were required to provided the same information as 
today’s tires, the week and year the tire was produced 
was contained in the last three digits. The two digits 
used to identify the week a tire was manufactured 
immediately preceded a single digit used to identify 
the year. Example of a tire manufactured before 2000 
with the earlier Tire Identification Number format:

	 While the previous Tire Identification Number 
format identified that a tire was built in the 8th year 
of a decade, there was no universal identifier that

confirmed which decade (tires produced in the 
1990s may have a small triangle following the Tire 
Identification Number to identify the decade).

So, you have old tires. What next?
	 Most of us hang on to our tire receipts because 
tires come with a warranty, anywhere from 20k to 
65k miles. Contact the store, garage or website that 
sold you the tires and explain the situation. If your 
current tires have had plenty of use, you may still be 
entitled to at least a discount on a replacement set of 
tires. If you’re a good haggler, you may get a new set 
free of charge. And if you have just bought your tires, 
you should absolutely demand a replacement set 
that were manufactured recently.
	 Examine your new tires closely. You may like 
a deal, but not at the expense of safety. If the tires 
are older than 6 years (and I’m hoping they’re much 
newer than that) demand free replacements. Old 
tires being sold as new are not just an oversight. 
They’re a deadly deception. 

	 Editor’s note: We had a steel-belted radial come 
apart in the 1990’s on the 1957 Corvette after having 
it stored for several years. At that time Goodyear 
didn’t even know about this problem. They paid for 
us to get new tires and for extensive repairs on the 
right front fender of the Corvette. Three years ago we 
had a tire start to come apart at the five year mark on 
the Nomad. The initial warning was a barely-audible 
swishing sound. Once the tire was removed it leaned 
to one side, when set upright on it’s tread

	 Mark your calendar and save the date. Each year, 
there is a driving competition called One Lap of America. 
This event will arrive at MotorSport Ranch in Cresson, 
Texas on May 9 for a one-day competition. 
	 The genesis for this event was the old Cannonball 
Baker Sea to Shining Sea Memorial Trophy Dash from 
the 1970s. A run-what-you-brung, no-rules drive from 
NYC to LA. First car to LA won regardless of how many 
speeding tickets or other issues encountered. See this 
Car & Driver article from 1971. https://www.caranddriver.

memorial-trophy-dash-archived-feature  
	 At the first event in 1971, Brock Yates and Dan 
Gurney drove a Ferrari from NYC to LA in just under 36 
hours (80 mph average), in a time before the Interstate 
system was finished and before “ring roads” in major cit-
ies. You may remember the old Cannonball Run movie 
was based upon this event.
	 The grown up version of that no-holds-barred and 
largely irresponsible event is the One Lap of America.
Competitors arrive at the sponsor’s location (Tire Rack) 
in Indiana, purchase one set of street tires for their vehi-
cle, then compete in autocross, skid pad, drag strip, and 
several road race courses over the span of one week.
To compete in these events, they will cover 3459 miles 
in seven days, so it is also a grueling endurance event.
